• According to available statistics, there is no paucity of funds to
tackle these problems.

• There is no need for any additional funds for bringing about
administrative and police reforms, and to make system citizen
friendly. We only need to check corrupt practices and
misgovernance eroding the system.

• According to one estimate, if only tax collection machinery
performs its duties honestly, additional Rs.Two lack crore would
be generated in the process every year, which is adequate to take
care of all the major infrastructure related problems such as
electricity, education, health services, roads, drinking water etc.
in a period of just about three years.

The root of this problem, therefore, lies in misgovernance,
irresponsible and unaccountable administration and
corruption. Unless they are dealt with sternly, it would be
difficult to arrest the situation.

Drawn from various walks of life, cross sections of society, they feel

deeply concerned at the sharp deterioration of probity in public life

associated with the fall in moral and ethical values and

demoralization of the public more specifically the youth. They have

put their minds together and decided to take collective affirmative

action to arrest this trend in the short run and reverse it in the long

run.
